People are wonderful creatures who have special threat — ability to love. We
have our hearts and soul which live forever. Sometimes we spend our free time
together: we tell each other about our thoughts, emotions, secrets and feelings. But in
real life there are a lot of problems and work and sometimes (even very often) we
have no time to stop for a while to speak with each other. We can’t ask, “How are
you?” and honestly speak about our problems or describe the most interesting events
of the day. And sometimes we want to be heard by somebody!

We simply want to tell somebody about our feelings and anxieties. The person
I’d like to speak to is my father. And even in spite the fact we live in the same house,
eat at one table, watch one TV and play one guitar - we can’t speak with each other
more than several minutes.

But when he calls it is so pleasant for me to listen to his close, special and dear
voice. | like to tell him about my achievements. Only him! Sometimes | think why?

I also like to try and to achieve my
success (it can be a good school result), because I know that my father will be very
happy to hear about it. And drawn away from his own problems or work only for
several minutes his mood becomes better. He is always glad for my sake; he is very
pleased of my achievements.

I exactly know that my father is the person who can make me happy with the
help of one magic phrase: “How are you?” This simple phrase which is not quite
important for somebody and some people even not pay any attention to it can make
me fill happy. Maybe it is very strange. But it is really so, because | know that he
asks me not because of the habit or for no particular reason. | like when my father
takes an interest in my health or mood. Maybe if | could see him every day and if |
could spend all my free time with him, I would grasp his care and the question “How
are you?” as something common.

It is a pity, but we can feel alone very often. It seems that all people whom you
love are near you, but all the same you miss someone. Usually we try to fill this
emptiness with the help of the work or with home duties. Sometimes it helps us not to
think about melancholy. But if look at the problem from the other side it is really
better to put off all your work and pay more attention to somebody loved by you. It is
not difficult to ask him or her about his/her health or to tell him/her about your
feelings. It is really not very hard, do you think so? When | do it, my father usually
embraces me and keeps silence for some seconds. Probably in these moments it is
hard for him to find necessary words or he doesn’t know how to pronounce them. My
rather rare meetings with my father teach me to see happiness in simple things. I
think that somewhere there is a person who misses me too and | am the only person
he would like to speak to.

| have a dream-talk. You know there are a lot of interesting people in the world,
but I’d like to speak to M. T. I suppose you know, M. T. is Margaret Thatcher. Why
would | like to speak to her?! The reason is she is the only woman who had really
succeeded in politics. | would ask her if it is easy for a woman to do this and what
traits of character a woman should have. The fact is that Margaret Thatcher was the
first woman Prime Minister in Great Britain. She served longer than any other British
Prime Ministers in the 20th century. She initiated social and economic changes in
many aspects of Britain postwar state. She was famous for her “strong arm” policy.

I would ask M. T. if any politician who wants to win should be a real personality
and have a will and a wish to have power. Of course, M. T. is a highly educated
person. She studied chemistry at Oxford and later became a lawyer. She was elected
to Parliament as a Conservative in 1959. In 1970 she became the Secretary of State

for education and science. The Conservative party elected her its first woman leader
in 1975. Thatcher led the Conservatives to an electoral victory in 1979 and became
the Prime Minister. And in my opinion, M. T. used her power not for her own needs
but for improving the situation in the whole country and for achieving definite aims.
Her economic policy rested on changes along free-market lines. She reduced
government spending and taxes for higher-income individuals. Thatcher’s
government privatized national industries, including British Gas and British
Telecommunications. But we know Thatcher refused to support a common European
currency and integrated economic policies she resigned as Prime Minister, and Jon
Major became her successor. In 1992 Thatcher left the House of Commons and
became Baroness Thatcher.

I would ask M. T. some more questions. How could she do so much in politics?
Is it a private or public matter in which elderly themselves should take an active part?
And what did she do for a system of ensuring the welfare of the citizens by means of
social services? On the one hand in 1987 Thatcher led the Conservatives to a third
electoral victory. She proposed free-market changes to the national health and
education systems and introduced a new tax to pay for local government.

The English ACCESS Microscholarship Program began in Gubkin in January
2010. We have a group of 10 students. In January - May the classes were conducted
two days a week (on Wednesdays and Saturdays). The curriculum included the
following modules: Communicative English, English through Video, English through
Computers, and English through Songs/English through Writing.

Team building and leadership activities were proposed to the students every
Wednesday. Ice-breakers were used on Saturday.

Though we had ‘English through Computers’ module IT component was an
important part of other modules, too.

Russian-American cross-cultural studies were based on the use “Celebrate!
Holidays in the USA” and different on-line resources. Each new theme was covered
within 1-2 classes (or 1-2 weeks).

Some classes within Communicative English and English through Writing
modules were devoted to developing presentation and speech skills.

With great interest the students listened to the speech of the 5th grader Dalton
Sherman “Do you believe in me?”. Some of the ideas expressed in Dalton’s speech
were later used by our Access students in their own presentations.

The students’ progress was evaluated through their participation in class
activities. Some very simple tests were proposed to the participants of the program in
May. The questions were based on the materials covered within the classes. (In fall
“Access Students’ Portfolio” will be integrated into work with our Access students.)

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Gubkin Access English Language Summer Camp ""Rainbow" — 2010

On June 5 - June 22, 2010 Access English Language and American Studies
Summer Camp “Rainbow” was held at Gubkin city school “Gymnasia # 6” in
Belgorod region. It was the fourth English language camp in Gubkin, the first one
was held in 2006.

Fifty-five students of 10-16 years took part in it. Participants were exposed to 75
hours of academic of English language and American cross-cultural communication
during 18 days. American English instruction was based on non-traditional
methodology; the students were exposed to 15 hours of counseling based on games,
songs, video and interactive activities oriented at inculcating leadership skills and
confidence in them. The curriculum included 4 modules: Merry Grammar: Enjoy
English grammar through games and songs, English and American culture through
video resources, Just for pleasure: English through games and communicative
activities, Leadership Qualities and team building through English and creative
activities.

The team of school instructors and counselors included four teachers of local
schools (one of them is TEA alumna) and one student —a FLEX alumna (2010).

The project was supported by the English Language Office (Moscow). We are
grateful to the English Language Office for the unforgettable visits of American
specialists to Gubkin. One of the first American teachers and teacher trainers was
Joan Kang Shin. Joan Shin is a professor and a researcher in the field of TESOL.
Joan spent two days in the Gubkin camp “Rainbow”. She conducted two workshops
for campers and one for local teachers. Joan offered methodology advice in training
teenagers and information on resources and materials. She engaged teenagers in the
camp in fun, interactive activities. Joan taught our students a lot of chants and songs.
The children used to repeat them all the time and we hope that they’ll teach their
friends and classmates.

Joan Kang Shin was accompanied by Elena Lubnina, English Language Office
Specialist. Elena took an active part in our camp activities, taught the girls how to
cook tasty food.

On June 16-19 the participants of the project “Ramblin’ Across Russia:
Accessing Culture and Language Through American Folk Music” visited Access
camp in Gubkin. Matthew Nelson (Fulbright ETA), Brendan Mulvihill (Fulbright
ETA), Gillian Grassie (Watson Foundation Grantee), Jordan Stern (Progress
Foundation) gave presentations on folk music, conducted classes, organized extra-
curricular activities with campers and the staff demonstrating interactive activities
and games, shared their experience with the local teachers, and played American folk
music.

The first meeting was devoted to the introduction to folk music. The participants
of the project told the campers about their musical instruments (banjo, guitar,
mandolin, and harp) and their origin, about traditional folk music and different kinds
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of music that grew out of traditional American folk music, explained the cultural
context of each different genre.

Within the classes they showed the students the folk music pictures and asked
them to describe the people on them. The students had to use their own imagination
to draw their own pictures and create the details of the person’s life in their picture.
Matthew, Brendan, Gillian, Jordan told the campers about “the Blues”, explained the
meaning of the phrase “I’ve got the blues”, taught them some songs.

Brendan and Jordan proposed senior students a role play. Five volunteers played
the role of the American folk music group musicians. Other students of the camp
group were the members of the press who asked different questions.

One of the games the campers and Matthew, Brendan, Gillian and Jordan played
outdoors was “Big Booty”.

On June 17, 2010 David Fay, English Language Officer, and his sister Sarah
visited Gubkin English Language Camp. David Fay was very enthusiastic about the
project “Ramblin’ Across Russia”. It is a great success and an unforgettable
experience in the life of all participants: organizers (ELO office), ‘ramblers’ and
campers.

American teachers and musicians did their best to help our students improve

their English in a fun and interactive environment. The interaction with American
teachers and musicians was a very important stimulating factor.
Every day different activities, games, quizzes and contests were organized in the
camp: Tolerance and Kindness Day, Citizen Day, Theatre and Literature Day,
Cinema Day, etc. There were two excursions: one around Gubkin district (Sergievka
— Babrovy Dvory — Bogoslovka on June 8, 2010), another one to Kursk (June 13,
2010). The campers went to the cinema “Russia” (June 9, 2010), the Palace of
Culture “Forum” (June 14, 2010) and the Palace of Sport “Crystal”.

The English Language Summer Camp was a joint project of the Gubkin
Gymnasia # 6 and the Gubkin Association of English language teachers “Gubkin
Rainbow”.
