American University students

Practice your English, improve listening and speaking proficiency, learn about the culture

What and how

When

This virtual exchange is meant to encourage the Russian students to practice speaking with a
native English speaker, as well as learn more about both cultures. The virtual sessions can
be conducted in both Russian and English but it is up to you and your partners to decide.
Conduct 30-60 min. virtual sessions, preferably on a weekly basis.
Technical requirements: have access to online video platform such as Skype, Google
hangout, etc.
We hope that the conversation will flow naturally, but you should work with your partner to
choose session topics and have some plan for organizing the sessions, especially the first
few in order to “break the ice.” Avoid potentially controversial topics, as the focus should be
on practicing the language and learning about each other’s cultures; you also want to make
sure not to inadvertently offend anyone participating in the exchange.
Consider the following topics:

(1 Sports in the United States and Russia

[0 How holidays are celebrated in each country

(1 Education in Russia and U.S.

1 Academic and career plans

(1 Pop culture in Russia and the United States

[1 Food in the United States and Russia

(1 Discussion of an appropriate reading (keep discussions around

cultural topics as much as possible) that everyone has read ahead of time

or short video everyone has previously watched.

September 2015

U.S. participants will be introduced to the Russian teachers (via email first). Both teams
should determine the duration for virtual sessions, the amount of time Russian and English
will be spoken, and other logistical considerations. In your first communications with
partners, you will want to share your students’ background, school, age of children, level of
English, etc. Develop tentative plans for the first session, work with your American partner
to firm up plans including topic, who will begin the session, how will the discussion be
facilitated, etc.

After each session, the U.S team and Russian teacher will review the session and discuss
possible topics for the next session

September-October through May 2016
